But I
should not like to part from you without saying how
indebted I feel for the kind consideration you have
shown me, and thanking those whe by their kind
hospitality have made my visits to your parish so
pleasant. | shall always remember also the cour-
tesy of your Warden# Organist, Sidesmen, and
Verger, and the excellent rendering by the choir of
the music in church. Your church is nicely kept
and reverently cared for, and there is only one
improvement which | hope you may some day be
able to make, and that is the removal of the pew

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My Dear Friends, .

The Rev. G. W. Barnard ‘has by now come into
residence, and will take over the entire care of
the parish from the frst of this month. Mr.
Barnard is not unknown to'some of the older
residents in the district, and | am sure that you will
all extend to him a very hearty welcome. Please
notice that all the services are now held at the
customary hours. | am glad to know that so many
of you overcome the difficulties of attending at
hours that were probably not convenient.

You will join with me in thanking the Arch-
deacon, Canon Fortescue, and Mr. Upton for their
great kindness in undertaking the duty during the
last three months. When you know more of the
extent of our work here, and the wonderful oppor-
tunities it offers, you will better understand my debt
of gratitude to these clergy, who have enabled me
to share it. : )

The censor has recently discovered the existence
of Parish Magazines, and uttered a growl of warn-
ing. So you will understand 1 write under the
restraining fears of awful penalties. My special
charge consists of three camps and a hospital.
About the camp life I will write another, time—the
hospital claims most of my day. Here we have a
big building, admirably adapted for the purpose,
with temporary huts close by. There are 650 beds,

~but in a time of pressure over 800 patients have

been taken in. Many of these may be men who
have only slight injuries, and they will move on
quickly, two or thres hundred thus pass through
in twenty-four hours. Going through the wards
one can pick out these men who have ‘' notice to
quit.”” You catch a smile that tells of supreme
content; or, if the bandages disguise that, an eye
that sparkles. °*‘Got my leave at last, 'm booked
for blighty.”” We want to spend nine months in
the trenches to know what home means. But
there are others; they won’'t see home for a long
time, and then it will be the old kind of life.
There are many ways in which we can help these
poor fellows. The first thought is for the anxious
ones at home, so we take down a few messages,

- usvally sending a brief daily report till the patient

can manage to scribble a line. Censoring and
writing letters indeed occupy a good deal of time;
the mail is often heavy. Some letters are difficult
to write when they supplement the sad news
already received by a War Office telegram. I wrote
last week to a poor mother in Birmingham about
the death cf her husband. She had lost one son.
and another severely wounded. There was a
delightful boy here for several weeks. He came
through a severe illness, but was greatly dis-
figured. 1 had sent full particulars to the girl he
was ‘en'gaged to marry and his distress and anxiety
while waiting for her answer was pitiable. What
would she do? When that answer did come it was
simply charming, I cannot tell you the pleasure it

gave me to rush across and read it to him; every
senténce told of a love that nothing could alter. |
should like to. meet that girl some day.

I only wish time and space would allow me to
tell of some of the interesting cases we meet every
day. I marvel more at the courage and cheerful-
ness of these men—how patiently they bear their
pain, and always the same story. How kind the
sisters are, how good it is to be in a clean bed,
getting every care and attention.

Here side by side you find one of the regulars,

“who tells you—as he tackles a good dinner—that

he knows when he’s well off ; and next to him a
university undergraduate; then a Canadian land-
owner, and a boy of seventeen, telling impossible‘
yarns to a Sergeant Major. And almost at once
they talk about religion, in one way or another,
through their experiences, they have felt the pres-
ence of God. Nine men in one ward at the same
time were prepared for Confirmation. On Sunday
morning at 7 a.m.’ there is a celebration of the
Holy Communion in the Matron's Office. The
nurses here arrange an altar, with the Cross, flowers
and candles, and from there | go round the wards
giving Communion to the men.

Later we have services in the big wards, consist-
ing of our well known hymns and some simple
-prayers—especially for loved ones at home—and
then a few words that one speal(s straight from the
heart to these dear fellows lying around. Quickly
the hours rush by and daylight fades. Nurses with
lights are going on their evening rounds. We must
hurry on, there are many still to see. The ambu-
lances are coming to-night, and to-morrow brings
its own tasks.

And the last thing at night we go once more
through the wards; just a short evening prayer,
kneeling by the bedsides in the semi-darkness. We
get ‘back to billet and bed very weary perhaps, but
so thankful to be allowed to help in some small
way.

And it strengthens us to know that your prayers
.go up daily for the sick and wounded.

My thoughts are much with you to-day, for this
is the tenth anniversary of my induction.
