My Friends,—It is my privilege to be the bearer
of the Bishop’s message:to you, and your Vicar
suggests that | should write a few lines about the

ission in your Magazine by way of introduction.

Everybody knows that it is called **The National
Mission of Repentance and Hope,”™ but a good
many people are still asking what it is all about.
The war supplies the answer, for it is the war that
has given the occasion of the National Mission, and
it is the war that is teaching lessons of Repentance
and Hope.

We entered upon the war in the confident hope
of speedy victory. We had an Expeditionary Force,
equipped with artillery and ammunition, which we
were led to believe were sufficient for the purpose;
but we now know how utterly insufficient it all was,
and that had we not found out our weakness in
time, and faced the position with courage and great
sacrifice, our hopes of victory would have been
shattered long ago.

Now about our Hopes of other things. We all
have Hope of Salvation, but why? S. Peter tells
us that we should be ready always to give a reason
for the Hope that is in us with meekness and fear,
and the call of the Mission is that we should make
sure of our condition, lest we have let our spiritual
weapons rust, and lest we have altogether mis-
calculated the power of the enemy. And where we
find that these things are so, or that we have been
comforting ourselves by crying ‘“Peace! Peace!
where there is no Peace,” we must face the position
with the same courage, the same self-sacrifice, and
the same determination to amend, that we have
shown in the conduct of the war. Then, and not
till then, can we assert a confident hope of victory
over spiritual foe.

To help us in this the Bishop gives us three lines
upon which to test our lives—Worship, Righteous-
ness, and Fellowship. It is upon these lines that
our examination of ourselves must go, and we must
set about it “with meekness and fear.”
