£errer 1o Parishioners.
My dear Friends,

In his last letter to me the Vicar writes that
he has been suffering from influenza. | am sure
we all sympathise with him, and hope that by now
he has completely recovered.

I read the other day in the newspaper that as the
war goes on the congregations in London churches
become smaller and smaller every week. The
writer seemed to sympathise on the one hand with
the clergy who are faced with this discouraging fact,
and on the other hand with the absentess, who are
giving almost every minute of their time to National
Service, and if they have anv leisure on Sunday
are only too glad to devote it to complete rast. What
the case may be in our own parish Fam not certain;
but most likely there are at least a few who have
been attending Church less regularly than formerly,
owing to their desire to maﬁe Sunday a day of
entite relaxation from the strain of war-work, It
would be easier for me to excuse than to accuse—
1o say, ““You are quite justified in resting vour tired
body—over-tired pethaps—when you get the chance.
You need not break your rest by ceming to Church.”
It would be easy for me to say this, because | well
understand what a great strain is being put upon
the physical strength of workers at present, and
how necessary periodical relaxation is. But | do
not think it would be right. Public wouship is as
much & duty as private prayer. That is a plain
fact. For a Christian, public worship is not optional,
it is an obligation. And the excuse of being too
tired—what does it mean? That you are physically
incapable of going to Chur-h? That it would
injure your health to make the exertion? Nol
People are not such weaklings as that, It means
that you just don’t feel inclined to turn out. There
is the point—the conflict of inclination and duty.
When they clash, the Christian puts inclination
aside, and chooses duty.
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Then, too, a Christian believes in prayer as a
malter of course. At every service we have war-
prayers. We pray for sailors and soldiers, for
sufferers through the war, we pray for victory and
peace. Perhaps God is waiting to see more general
reliance upon Him before He will grant us victory.
Public worship gives us the opportunity of showing
our teliance upon God, by praying te Him to grant
our desires. And so, if there were no other reasan
for attending public worship, it calls us now to
join in the war-prayers.

Will you, whose case is touched by these words
of mine, make it your Lenten Effort to do your duty
to.God on Sunday as staunchly as you do it to your
country during the week, by joining in the pablic
worship of the Church?
