‘Food miles’ are defined as the distance from field
to plate, and can give an indication of the
environmental impact of your supper. Obviously, the
shortest possible food miles are for the food grown in
your own garden but this isn’t possible for everyone.

How far has your basket travelled? A sample basket
studied by the Guardian a few years back totalled a
startling 100,943 miles. And it’s not just food - even
bottled water can travel over 10,000 miles (I usually
drink tap water - it’s cheap, convenient, saves me
using mountains of plastic bottles, and my
SodaStream, with its refillable CO2 cartridges adds a
bit of a fizz).

Since 1978, the amount of food moved by HGVs
each year in the UK has increased by 23%, and the
average distance for each trip has increased by 50%.
This report, produced by the Department of
Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (DEFRA),
estimates that transporting food to and around the
UK produced 19 million tonnes of carbon dioxide in
2002 of which 10 million tones were emitted in the
UK (1.8% of total UK carbon dioxide emissions).

One way to reduce your food miles and carbon
emissions is to buy locally produced food. Try using a
local farmers’ market or a find a local veg box
scheme. Buying locally can also have a positive
impact on the local area by creating jobs and
fostering community. It can cost a bit more, but our
push towards cheap food can mean centralised
distribution and cheap labour (even including British
food being processed in China), increasing food
miles hugely. Buying local food can also be greener
than buying organic food.

Shopping without regard to food miles makes us lose
our sense of seasonality - if you are going to eat
locally (or grow your own), you will have to get used to

cauliflower, spring greens, radishes, parsley, early
rhubarb and leeks, with carrots, beetroot, potatoes,
apples and pears from store.

But is it that easy?

So, up to here, the idea of food miles has been
straightforward. You buy something from a local
grower and it doesn’t have to travel so far, so you
pollute less. But it seems it may not be quite that
simple:

® Bringing flowers by road from the Netherlands
could create more emissions than flying flowers
from Africa.

® Growing food in the UK out of season can produce
more emissions than importing it as freight is only
one component - for example the carbon footprint
of New Zealand lamb is less than that of UK lamb.

® Meat reared in the UK may be fed on forage grown
overseas (this has been accused of creating
'ghost acres' in countries like Thailand and may
have travelled long distances for slaughter).

® Cutting down on food miles could have a negative
impact on African income.

So what can we do?
Shall we just give up on food miles then? No, it’s just
not as easy as | thought.

® Think about cutting your own personal food miles
- if you use a supermarket, get the food delivered,
or combine it with another journey.

® Grow some of your own food and use locally
produced in-season food where you can.

® Reduce your waste, as the transport to landfill is
still part of the food miles.

There isn’'t an simple solution. However, | believe the
key thing is to be aware of what you buy and respect
the food you eat and where it came from.

When praying for the
younger generation, she tells how: “l saw young
people with an anointing to lead in their schools, in
their youth groups, in their workplaces, and in their
spheres of influence as they begin to let their light
shine, moving forward as leaders amongst their
peers.

The Vicar's letter from April 1918 gives us a
contemporary account of concerns and views from
the final year of World War 1.

My Dear Friends

Our minds are occupied with so many things at present
that it is difficult to fix on any one subject to write
about. There is the great and, as we hope, the final
struggle on the Western Front, which seems at the
moment of writing to be imminent, and which may
have begun in earnest before these lines are in print.
There is the new world-problem of German aspirations
in the Far East, which may bring Japan more actively
into the war, and even into European politics. Then at
home there is the great food Question. We are all glad
that Food Cards have come at last, and that they
promise to work smoothly and fairly. If the rations are
small, well, we must make the best of them - and make
the best of substitutes. If we have to make changes in
out habits of diet, let us do so intelligently and choose
substitutes of the highest possible foodwvalue. In Food
Production, too, we should all achieve more this year
than last, and in this district at any rate that result
seems likely to be accomplished. The world of labour
seems to be less vexed by disputes and grievances and
suspicions, and any disastrous stoppage, either at home
or in Allied countries, that would endanger the Allied
cause is unthinkable. But after all it is those who have
the most difficult share of the task that show the
greatest unity and energy and constancy. At sea, on
land, in air, the three forces toil and fight, watch and
suffer, with the same unquestioning devotion, in every
fibre of nerve and muscle intent upon victory. In our
fighting men we feel, and justly, absolute confidence.

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Paul’s letter to the Philippians Christians is often
called his letter of joy. He thanks God every time he
prays for these Christians and he prays for them with
joy (1:3,4). At their conversion God ‘began a good
work’ in them and Paul knows that God will bring this
work ‘to completion at the day of Jesus Christ’ (1:6).

For the Philippians and for all Christians the work of
salvation begins at the moment of conversion but it
will continue throughout our lives. Then in
Philippians 3:21 Paul speaks about the glorious
hope of Christ’s Second Coming when our earthly
bodies will be transformed into our resurrection
bodies. Our Lord will accomplish this by the ‘power’
or ‘working’ by which he will subdue all creation unto
himself. That will be salvation completed, as Paul
promised in the opening verses.

So in chapter 1 it is salvation begun and in chapter 3
it is salvation finished. But there is one more
reference to this great work of salvation. In
Philippians 2:12, 13 Paul encourages these
Christians to ‘work out their own salvation.’ This
doesn’t mean ‘working for’ our salvation but it
certainly means ‘working from’ our salvation. All that
God is doing in us by his grace and Holy Spirit is to
be ‘worked out’ in everyday living.

And then Paul adds a wonderful word of
encouragement. We are able, or rather enabled, to
‘work out’ this salvation because ‘God is at work in
you’ (3:13). Just think of it! The God who began our
salvation and who promises that it will be completed
is at work in each of us now! He has redeemed us!
He owns us! He possesses us! And he is at work in
us! He indwells us! Our little lives have become the
dwelling place of the Lord God Almighty!

Time and time again in his letters Paul writes about
how Christians are ‘in Christ’ and Christ is ‘in’ us.
He opens this Philippians letter by writing to the
saints who are ‘in Christ’(1:1). Likewise the
Ephesian believers are ‘in Christ’ (Eph. 1:1). He
assures the Colossian Christians that Christ is ‘in’
them as the hope of glory (1:27).

Why does Christ indwell his people? Why does he
send his Spirit into our hearts as he promised his
disciples (John 14:17)? Paul gives us the answer in
Philippians 2:13. ‘God is at work in you,’ he says,
‘both to will and to work for his good pleasure.’
Think of it! God gives us his Spirit both to make us
willing and to enable us to do God’s good pleasure.
He initiates both the desire and the doing, the
willing and the working, the aspiration and the
achievement, the vision and the victory.

Without him we can do nothing but by his indwelling
Spirit all his plans for us will be fulfilled. What an
encouragement! God hasn’t finished with us yet!
He’s still working in us! He has given us his Holy
Spirit! And he will bring us finally to completion, to
resurrection, to glory and to be with him for ever!
And that is surely worth mediating on!
