Prayers for Gaza, Israel, the West Bank 
I know you and your congregations will 
be praying very much about the rapidly 
deteriorating situation in Gaza and the 
increasing turmoil outside in the West 
Bank and heightening tension in Israel 
and the wider Middle East.  I wanted to 
encourage you in your prayers not 
least because we, as a Diocese and 
Cathedral, have strong links with a 
number of different communities in 
Israel/Palestine.  These include Cross 
of Nails communities in Jerusalem, 
Bethlehem, Ramallah, Shefar ‘Am; the 
Syrian Orthodox Church and most 
recently a growing relationship with 
the Diocese of Jerusalem and Bishop 
Suheil Dawani. 

Many of you will have met Suheil when 
he stayed in the Diocese in the week 
before Lambeth and spoke at a 
number of events.  One of the crucial 
areas of ministry of the Diocese is the 
Anglican Al Ahli Arab Hospital in Gaza.    
It is a non-partisan hospital, i.e. it 
provides medical care for people of 

every faith and culture.  
As you will imagine, like 
all the hospitals in Gaza, 
it is gravely 
overstretched at the 
moment.  The hospital depends on 
charitable giving for its existence and 
continuation.  If anyone would like to 
give towards the work of the hospital, 
they can send a cheque, payable to 
Coventry DBF, to Mrs Jill Benn, 
Diocesan Offices, 1 Hill Top, Coventry 
CV1 5AB together with a note to 
indicate that it is a donation for the 
work of hospital. 

I enclose for your information a press

Bishop Christopher joins me in 
encouraging us all in continuing prayer 
with our brothers and sisters in the 
Holy Land for peace and justice.

Each module has 12 hours contact time either 6x2 
hours week day nights or 2x 6 hour Saturday plus a 
1000 word reflection/assignment. In order to achieve 
the certificate 6 modules (including one from each 
block) must be completed in 3 years plus an 
introductory session on discipleship and study skills. 
This is a total of 75 hrs contact time plus £20 
registration fee. Each individual module costs £10 for 
any number from the same church who wants to 
complete that module. So one person attending a 
module will cost £10, and so will eight. In this way it 
is hoped to develop groups within parishes who are 
committed to developing as disciples.  

It is important to stress that anyone can take part in 
any of the modules without submitting an 
assignment, it is designed for anyone who wants to 
explore their faith further with a group of others. It’s 
designed to be flexible and suitable for anyone who’s 
not an expert in Christian faith.

T his is a new discipleship course which has been put together in response to the national church 
report a couple of years ago on ‘Education for 
Discipleship’ which spoke of the need to resource 
the laity for their life in the world. It also fits in with 
the present situation of moving from a clergy 
focused model to a clergy supported ministry. It is a 
modular course aimed at anyone in the church and 
is very flexible. It is not a starter course like Alpha, 
but is aimed to help people continue on their 
Christian journey. It will be the basis for Reader and 
other accredited ministry training. It is based on the 
simple action/reflection model and it does not have 
to be academic.

The price increase advertised in November comes 
into force with this issue.  In future the magazine will 
cost 50p per issue. 
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essential equipment.  We are working with a number 
of related governmental and international voluntary 
agencies to speed up the delivery and steady supply 
of needed medicines and food. We are also working 
to ensure to the fullest extent possible the physical 
safety of the Hospital staff and campus.  

On a “normal” day, approximately 600 life line 
trucks a day bring supplies to the Gaza Strip. Many 
are under the auspices of UNRWA and international 
relief agencies because about two-thirds of Gaza’s 
residents are Refugees and living in UNRWA Camps. 
During this time of conflict, that number of trucks is 
not seen in a week or more.  Because of the 
reduced deliveries, medical items, nutritional food, 
and other basic supplies are now scarce items, if 
available at all, for our brothers and sisters in Gaza. 

I ask you to join with me in prayer and by 
offering whatever financial support you can for our 
Hospital and heroic Staff of the Al Ahli Hospital  -
  and other such humanitarian 
endeavours.  Thankfully the Hospital plant remains 
intact at this time. While several among our Staff 
have suffered loss and injuries within their own 
families, they are representing all of us as a witness 
of God’s love to all people - “come unto to me all you 
who are heavy laden and I will refresh you”.   As we 
continue to pray for communal Palestinian and 
Israeli PEACE, we especially remember these 
dedicated individuals who cannot leave, but most 
importantly do not want to leave, but continue to do 
all they can to help. 

Our Lord’s imperative in St. John’s Gospel during 
this Epiphany season gives each of us the new hope 
for a new dawn of light, life and communal 
conciliation  -  "I have come that you may have Life 
and have it abundantly”.

Statement on Gaza by The Right Rev’d Suheil S. 
Dawani  Anglican Bishop in Jerusalem 
The Episcopal Church in Jerusalem and the Middle 
East 

JERUSALEM,  January 7th, 2009 – At a time when 
great tragedy is occurring in the Holy Land in Gaza, I 
want to share some insight into what we are 
experiencing on a moment to moment basis. Our 
Diocese has one of 11 hospitals serving a population 
of 1.5 million residents in the Gaza Strip.  The Al Ahli 
Arab (Anglican) Hospital has been in operation for 
over 100 years and has a very dedicated medical 
staff of doctors, nurses, technicians and general 
services personnel.  

During the best of times they are stretched to their 
maximum meeting the medical needs of this 
populous community.  Now, during the current 
military conflict with its heavy toll on human life and 
material, the hospital faces even greater 
responsibilities and challenges. The result is growing 
strain on the hospital’s resources. Every day since 
the beginning of military operations, the hospital has 
received 20-40 injured or wounded patients. A large 
proportion of them require hospitalization and 
surgery. These patients are in addition to those with 
non-conflict-related illnesses. About one-fourth of the 
patients are children. 

In addition, the conflict has brought new type of 
medical and surgical conditions. For example, 
patients with burns and acute, crippling 
psychological trauma, are being seen more 
frequently. Because it is not possible for aid 
workers to enter Gaza at this time, the hospital’s 
staff is working around the clock, struggling with the 
effects of exhaustion and against limited resources 
in a conflicted area of ongoing military operations. 

Many medical items are needed, especially 
bandages and supplies for burns and trauma. The 
hospital’s windows have all been blown out or 
shattered from rocket and missile concussion and 
cold permeates the entire premises.  Plastic 
sheeting to cover the windows could alleviate some 
of the cold but is unavailable now.  Food supplies are 
scant throughout the Gaza strip and maintaining 
patients’ nutritional needs at the hospital has been 
difficult, especially for the most vulnerable. Some 
medicines and supplies for the hospital have been 
generously donated by US AID, but it has not yet 
been possible to deliver the items. 

Efforts to help alleviate some of the shortages 
are underway and we hope that the shipments will 
arrive quickly.  Through the ICRC limited amounts of 
diesel fuel are being delivered to keep the electrical 
generators functional for life saving and other

“Why, of course, “by Mr W Osborne and Mr J K 

Clarke, caused much laughter; also another song by 

Mr J H Clarke, entitled “My Meatless Day”.  A 

charming little song, “When Jack meets his Nancy Lee 

again,” was sung by Miss E Hands, with Miss E 

Harrison coming in at the final chorus as Nancy Lee’s 

sailor “Jack”.  The Rev A C Collin gave us a cheery 

song entitled “The Lincolnshire Poacher,” and a song 

called “Dream Boat” was nicely sung by Miss A Enser.

T he aim of this new series is to look at how we might spend each day with an awareness of the 
presence of Jesus in our lives. We often 
compartmentalise our lives with ‘spiritual activities’ in 
one place and daily activities in another. Paul believed 
that the place to grow close to God is precisely in our 
everyday lives, as we do everything in Jesus’ name: 

‘And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it 
all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God 
the Father through him.’ (Colossians 3:17)  

This means doing ordinary things in the name or 
character of Jesus - ie acting in the same way that 
Jesus would do if he were in our place. Of course, this 
isn’t something we can attempt in our own strength. 
When we become Christians, Jesus takes up 
residence within us. Therefore, we can do life in 
partnership with him. 

What would living in Jesus’ name look like in our lives? 
How can we spend a whole, ordinary day doing 
everything in Jesus’ name? 

Waking Up:   
do we invite Jesus into our day, telling him about any 
anxieties or concerns we feel? 

Eating:   
how grateful are we for what we eat? Are we always in 
a hurry or do we eat too much? 

Driving:   
if we could actually see Jesus in the passenger seat, 
how would that effect our driving? 

Working:   
whether we work in an office, at home, go to school or 
are retired, how might our work be different if we did it 
consciously in Jesus’ name? 

Watching TV:   
how can we watch television in Jesus’ name? Would 
he only watch nature programmes?

A Prophet for our Time 
Isaiah 1: 1-4 
‘Where there is no vision, the people 
perish’ (Proverbs 29:18 AV). In a world of economic 
turndown and political challenges, people are 
currently looking for a vision that can make sense 
of their world. In the 8th Century BC, Isaiah brought 
God’s word to Judah in a period of change in their 
history. His words also resonate with us, as we seek 
God’s word for today. 

A Historical Vision 
The ‘vision concerning Judah and Jerusalem’ (1) 
was given to Isaiah during the reigns of four kings, 
beginning with Uzziah. For Judah it was a period of 
political and economic uncertainty, in which Assyria 
was becoming the dominant power in the region. 
Economic exploitation within the nation also led to 
a widening gulf between the rich and poor.  

What does God have to say to our world?  

A Challenging Vision 
God’s words to Israel came with the full righteous 
force of the one who knows all and sees all. His 
indignation is absolutely right, because his people 
rebelled, forsook and turned their backs on him 
(3/4). They had forgotten their mandate to promote 
justice and love their neighbours. God’s reputation, 
the ‘Holy One of Israel’, was on the line because of 
the behaviour of his people.  

In what ways does the church today ‘keep up holy 
appearances’? 

A Transforming Vision 
We should not forget that Isaiah’s own name 
means ‘God is salvation’. Despite their sin, God was 
committed to his people, as the children that he 
has reared and brought up (2).  He had chosen 
them as his own to play a key purpose in 
transforming his world. However, they had lost their 
sense of calling by rebelling against God and failing 
to listen to him.
