An Introduction to the Books of the Old and New Testaments: Deuteronomy and Acts of the Apostles

The last book of the Pentateuch (or Torah) is
Deuteronomy, meaning 6second
contain any new law, but rather repeats and explains
of the law given at Sinai.

Although the book has been attributed to Moses, it
probably also reflects a long process of reapplication
in later situations. Deuteronomy is organised as a
series of sermons by Moses (chs 1:6-4:40, 5-28, 29-
30), concluding with his final words to the people (31
-34). The setting for these addresses is the plains of
Moab, where the Israelites are preparing to enter the
land of Canaan at the end of 40 years of desert
wanderings.

Itds not just a book of
contains instruction on how to live intentionally as
God's people in response to his love and mercy.
Godds covenant ,
expresses the relationship between God and his
people. The subsequent call to obedience is an
appeal to order all of life in relation to the One who
has revealed himself as the true and living God. This
emphasis on the obedience of the heart also brings
with it a concern with justice, especially toward the
weaker members of the community. Total loyalty to
God is also crucial, with the worship of any other

gods being totally rejected.
